If the password hint doesn't help, you can 
call the ITCS Accounts Office to have your password reset (call 734 764-8000, Option 1, 
to request a password reset).

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Student Orientation 
After reading this online orientation information, you may sign up for orientation online. 
We encourage you to register for orientation immediately after reading this information. 
Also note that students must attend all three days of the program to be eligible to register 
for classes. Please make your travel arrangements so that you arrive on time. In addition 
to arriving on time for the first day of your program, do not plan on leaving the program 
at any time while it is in session or you may have to repeat the program.

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Student Expectations at Orientation 
We expect students to make their own reservations for orientation (and to make the 
Parent & Guest reservations as well). Students are responsible for creating their 
University of Michigan computing account and password prior to registering for 
orientation, and to keep this information safe and secure. They should not share this 
information with anyone, including their parents. 

We expect students to attend all orientation activities. All sessions during orientation are 
required and programming is specifically designed to assist students with their academic 
and social transition to the University. Students may be dismissed from the program 
without registering for classes if they have missed activities and are unprepared to 
register for classes. 

We expect students to register for classes with the assistance of the professional academic 
advisors only, and not their parents or family members. It is our goal for students to build 
a relationship with their advisors as well as learn the necessary skills to register on their 
own in future terms. 

We expect students to follow all orientation rules, including rules prohibiting alcohol and 
drug use. Failure to comply with these rules can result in dismissal from orientation 
without registering for classes, or legal punishments including arrests, Minor in 
Possession tickets and fines, and future appearances in local courts. 
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Accommodations 
East Quad Accommodations 
During the two nights of the orientation program, you will be housed in the East Quad 
Residence Hall, located at 701 East University Ave. For an extra charge, you may 
participate in the Early Arrival program and stay in East Quad for one evening prior to 
the start of your orientation program. If you need to arrive earlier or stay later, you must 
make your own arrangements for lodging. We only provide lodging for incoming 
students registered for orientation or, in the case of a student with a disability, for their 
caregiver. We do not provide lodging for parents or other guests in East Quad. You are 
strongly encouraged to stay with us for your own convenience and for the experience of 
living in a residence hall. You are given the option of declining this opportunity either at 
the time you register for orientation or during check-in for your assigned program. If you 
decline the option of staying at check-in, you will not be able to stay in East Quad. 

Early Arrival 
Check-in time on the first day of your orientation program is 8:00 am. If, due to travel, 
distance or other circumstances it will be necessary for you to arrive the night before your 
scheduled orientation date, you may stay in East Quad for an additional $29.50. You may 
check into East Quad between 6:00 pm and 9:00 pm. You can select early arrival housing 
on the web by clicking on the appropriate box on the online orientation registration page. 
We can only provide housing for one night before your scheduled program. If you need 
to arrive earlier or stay later, it will be necessary for you to make your own arrangements 
for lodging. You can find a list of available accommodations on the Campus Information 
Centers website (http://www.umich.edu/~info/) or by contacting our office. 

Departure 
If someone is picking you up after your orientation program it is helpful if you designate 
a meeting place in advance. We recommend meeting in the Madrigal Lounge located on 
the south side of East Quad. Your pick-up time should not occur before your orientation 
program is over. If you are auditioning for Marching Band, do not make return 
flight/travel arrangements prior to 7:00 pm as the ending time varies. Most students finish 
registering for classes by noon on the third day of orientation. Please remember that you 
are welcome to have lunch before heading home.

Student Program Fees 
• The program fee is $242.85  
• The fee includes lodging and meals  
• The fee will be billed directly to your student account in the fall  

The fee for Summer Orientation includes two nights of lodging in East Quad and eight 
meals. This fee will be billed to your student account in the fall. 

DO NOT send this fee in advance. We highly recommend that you stay in East Quad 
during the program. 

If you are from the local area or have other reasons for not staying on campus, you may 
attend the program for a fee of $187.85. This fee includes 8 meals but does not include 
overnight accommodations. No other fee reductions are possible. Please Note: Once you 
have checked into the program, you are responsible for the entire fee regardless of 
whether or not you complete the program. In addition, if you decide not to attend 
Michigan after you attend orientation, you are still responsible for the orientation fee.

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Advanced Placement (AP) Credit 
If you specified the University of Michigan as the recipient of your scores at the time you 
took any AP exams, they will automatically be sent to the University in early July. Even 
if your orientation is scheduled before your scores are reported to the University, your 
advisor will be able to work with you to make appropriate course selections. Be sure to 
mention to your academic advisor which AP exams you took. 

Placement exams 
Placement exams are required if you are either required to take these subjects by your 
academic unit or if you wish to continue in these subjects. All tests are for placement in 
University of Michigan courses only. The chemistry and language tests will be 
administered during the afternoon of the first day of your orientation program. You must 
complete the Sweetland Writing Center Directed Self-Placement Questionnaire online 
prior to the start of your orientation. If you are planning to take a math and/or a chemistry 
course, you must take the math placement test online prior to your orientation program. 
The online math test will be available after June 2, 2008 and you should complete it at 
least three days prior to the start of your orientation program.

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Mathematics Exam 
The online mathematics placement is used to gauge your level of preparation for calculus. 
It consists of multiple-choice questions covering algebra and pre-calculus material. Your 
score on the online test is combined with data from your college admissions test scores 
(the math subsection of either the ACT or SAT) and your high school grade point average 
to determine what mathematics course you should take. You will be able to discuss your 
placement with your advisor when you meet with him or her on campus during your 
Summer Orientation program. 

• All first-year Engineering, Kinesiology, Literature, Science & Arts (including 
Comprehensive Studies Programs, Honors and Residential College), Nursing and 
Performing Arts Technology students MUST take the math exam regardless of 
AP credit or intended course selection. 

• It is strongly encouraged that all students take the test if there is any possibility 
that you will ever take math at the University. 

• If you are going to take the chemistry placement exam, you must take the math 
placement exam.  

Instructions for taking the online math placement test: 
To take the test, you need the following: 

• Your uniqname and password  
• One hour of uninterrupted time. Make sure you eliminate all potential 

distractions.  

1. Read this online orientation information thoroughly. 

2. To take the on-line math test, you will need a computer with a web browser. The 
most effective browser/operating system combinations are listed below: 

o For Windows: Internet Explorer 6, Netscape 7.1+, or Firefox 1.5+ 
(preferred). IE 7 has not been tested, and is therefore not recommended.  

o For Macintosh OS X: Safari 1.2.1+ or Firefox 1.5+.  
o For Linux: Firefox 1.5+.  
o The better your Internet connection, the better the test will work.  



3. Once you have finished reading the online orientation information and registered 
for orientation, you will be provided with a link to a confirmation page which will 
include a link to the math placement website. Once you are at the math placement 
website, be sure to read the instructions and FAQ before starting the test.

Failure 
to do this will complicate or delay your course registration.

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Chemistry Exam 
The chemistry exam is used to assess your knowledge of chemistry as taught in a regular 
high school chemistry class. It includes fundamental, physical, atomic/molecular and 
solution concepts. If you plan to take the chemistry exam, you also must take the math 
exam to ensure accurate placement. You may not use a calculator on the chemistry exam.

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Language Exams 
At orientation we will offer exams in the following languages: French, German, Hebrew, 
Italian, Korean, Latin, Russian, and Spanish. You do not need to take a language 
placement exam if you are planning to take a course in a language in which you have no 
previous experience. If you want to take a placement exam for a language other than the 
ones listed above, call the department directly to make arrangements to take the test after 
orientation. Please do not schedule one of these exams while you are participating in the 
program. A list of languages and their corresponding departments can be found on our 
website, www.onsp.umich.edu. 
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Writing Placement 
All first-year students in LSA, Art & Design, Business, Kinesiology, Music, and Nursing 
must fulfill the First-Year Writing Requirement. The Sweetland Writing Center Directed 
Self-Placement is used to help you assess your readiness for college-level writing and to 
choose an appropriate writing course your first term. When you meet with your advisor, 
you will discuss the writing course recommended for you based on your responses. 

• All students, except those in first-year Engineering, LSA Residential College, and 
LSA Honors, must complete the Directed Self-Placement before attending 
orientation.  

Instructions for completing the Sweetland Writing Center’s online Directed Self-
Placement: 

1. Allow yourself five minutes to complete the online Directed Self-Placement. 

2. Have your uniqname and password available. 

3. Go to lessons.ummu.umich.edu/2k/writing/placement to find out more about the 
First-Year Writing Requirement and complete the online Directed Self-
Placement.

Before You Register 

Your Academic Unit Assignment 
The University of Michigan is comprised of many different colleges, schools and 
programs, and we refer to these as academic units. The academic unit to which you have 
been admitted is indicated in the first paragraph of your letter of admission to the 
University. Students admitted to the Honors Program, the Residential College or who 
were offered preferred admission to the Bachelor of Business Administration program 
will receive a second letter directly from those programs. You will be assigned to the 
advising group for the appropriate academic unit during orientation. It is very important 
that you register for an orientation program that corresponds to your academic unit. 

PLEASE NOTE: It is your responsibility to ensure the accuracy of your academic unit 
assignment. This assignment will be displayed on the online registration system. If your 
assignment is not correct, contact both the appropriate academic unit and ONSP prior to 
registering for orientation to ensure the appropriate change is made. Because academic 
advising for all units is not available for every orientation program, academic unit 
changes may necessitate a change in orientation date. In such cases, your new orientation 
date will be later than the original date for which you registered. 

A note for Preferred Admits to the BBA Program: Below you will be asked to verify your 
academic unit. Your academic unit assignment will appear as the school or college you 
have been admitted to for your first year at the University. 

Changing Your School or College 
If you decide to change your school or college after you have registered for orientation 
you must notify us. Once you have been officially admitted to the new school or college, 
call our office to ensure that advising is available for that school or college on the date 
you have selected. If advising is unavailable, one of our staff members will help you 
choose another date when advising is available.

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Special Arrangements 
Participants Who Need Special Assistance 
The Office of New Student Programs coordinates certain accommodations such as 
extended time testing and testing assistance, accessible rooms in East Quad, and 
refrigerators for medication. Please note: There will be walking involved with both the 
student and parent programs. We do have a wheelchair available. Please mark the 
appropriate box during web registration, and we will contact you prior to your program to 
discuss your needs. You may also contact our office directly at 734/764-6413 or by email 
at onsp@umich.edu to indicate your needs. Because some arrangements take time to 
complete, please contact us at least two weeks in advance of your assigned date. 
Accommodations made during orientation do not reflect how those same 
accommodations will be made during the school year. It is important that students with 
disabilities contact the Office of Services for Students with Disabilities at 734/763-3000 
to discuss school year needs. 

Meal Accommodations 
Meals during orientation will include a variety of vegetarian and vegan options, so it is 
not necessary to notify us if you require these meals. If you require kosher meals, please 
notify us at the time of registration and we will make these available to you. Also, if you 
have a severe food allergy, dining services can provide a list of ingredients in menu 
items, but cannot guarantee menu items will not come in contact with food pertaining to 
allergies. When you register for orientation online, select either “Kosher Meals” or “Food 
Allergy” under Special Meals, and a member of our staff will contact you to discuss these 
arrangements.

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Date Changes and Special Requests 
Certain factors, such as auditoria capacity, bed space and the number of advisors 
available on a given date, limit the number of students we can accommodate at one time. 
When an orientation program reaches its capacity in any of these areas that program will 
no longer be available to students. It is possible for a particular program to be closed for 
one academic unit while others still have space available. ONSP makes every effort 
possible to allow all students to find an orientation program that fits their needs. Special 
requests for a specific date or for a change in date will only be considered in exceptional 
circumstances and only if there is space available. There is no guarantee that we will be 
able to honor such requests. Any change will only be possible when the new date is later 
in the summer than the original date. In the unlikely event a student cannot attend any of 
the summer programs and we are unable to accommodate their request for a particular 
date, they may attend the final Fall Orientation program on August 26 – August 28, 2008. 

PLEASE NOTE: Travel plans made before a student registers for a particular program 
and has received official confirmation do not constitute exceptional circumstance, and 
ONSP is not obligated to accommodate special requests or date changes in these cases. 

Attending Summer Orientation with a Friend 
If you would like to travel to orientation with a friend, please make sure that academic 
advising is available for each of you on your requested date, particularly if you are not 
enrolling in the same academic unit. You may register for the same program via the web 
if space is available. If you and your friend are using the same computer, the first person 
to register for orientation must complete the registration process and logout before the 
second person begins registering. Failure to do so may result in the inability to register 
for orientation or assignment to the incorrect advising group. You may also contact our 
office to register for orientation once you have finished reading this online orientation 
information. ONSP will try to accommodate your request but cannot guarantee that you 
will be assigned to the same program. NOTE: ONSP makes no effort to house friends 
who travel together in the same room. 
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If You Cannot Attend Summer 
Orientation 
Orientation is mandatory for all new students entering Michigan. ONSP strongly 
encourages you to attend orientation during the summer if possible. The summer 
programs allow you to focus on the issues you will face in making the transition from 
high school to college without also dealing with the pressures of moving in to your 
residence hall, saying goodbye to friends and family, and adjusting to a new environment. 
There is space for every new student to attend a Summer Orientation program and last 
year over 95% of all entering students attended orientation during this time. 

If you are unable to attend due to distance, summer travel, or employment, you may be 
eligible to attend Fall Orientation, which will begin on August 26, 2008, just prior to the 
start of classes. If you need to attend Fall Orientation, please send an email to 
onsp@umich.edu with Request for Fall Orientation in the subject line, and include a brief 
explanation of why you cannot attend orientation during the summer. Our office will 
review requests from students who wish to attend Fall Orientation on a case-by-case 
basis. There will be a $108.50 fee for the program. If you have been assigned to Fall 
Orientation, you will be allowed to move into your assigned residence hall beginning 
Sunday, August 24. You do not need to request an Early Move-In, as we will contact 
University Housing on your behalf. In such cases, an Early Move-In fee of $130.40, 
which covers the additional room and board up to the start of your contract, will be billed 
to your student account in September. For additional specific Move-In information, 
please refer to Housing’s “Your Contract with University Housing” available on 
Housing’s website at www.housing.umich.edu. Fall Orientation is 3 days in length and 
runs from August 26 - August 28, 2008.

Academic Program Information 
Bachelor of Business Administration 
Preferred Admission Students 
If you have been offered preferred admission to the BBA program in the Ross School of 
Business you must attend orientation on one of the following dates: June 15-17, July 6-8 
or July 27-29. You may either register for these dates online, or contact our office once 
you have finished reading this online orientation information and we can assist you. 
During your orientation program, you will meet with both your original academic unit 
(e.g., the College of Literature, Science, and the Arts) and advisors in the Ross School of 
Business. If you cannot attend orientation on any of these dates, you must attend our final 
Fall Orientation that runs from Tuesday, August 26 - Thursday, August 28, 2008. 

Comprehensive Studies Program 
Students can be selected by the Office of Undergraduate Admissions to be a part of the 
Comprehensive Studies Program (CSP). Students in this learning community have the 
opportunity to take intensive courses in various first year introductory classes within the 
College of Literature, Science, and the Arts. CSP course sections are smaller than other 
sections in the same subject, allowing for more one-to-one interaction between the 
instructor and student. Students also receive academic advising, tutoring and other 
personal support. While the majority of students in CSP are from the College of 
Literature, Science, and the Arts, students are represented from every undergraduate 
college. Those selected to CSP must see an advisor from the program during orientation. 
Other students can affiliate with the program anytime throughout the academic year. 

College of Literature, Science, and the Arts 
In mid- to late-May the College will mail you an LSA Orientation packet to the 
permanent address listed on your application. This packet marks the start of Orientation. 
It will provide detailed instructions to complete online forms and questionnaires. Please 
read these instructions carefully and complete the online activities prior to your arrival on 
campus. The packet will also contain materials about courses and academic resources. 
One of these resources will be a website designed for incoming students; it will answer 
many of your questions and prepare you for Orientation. 
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Other Academic/Special Programs 
We ask that participants in these special academic programs contact our office to register 
for orientation rather than registering online. Once you have finished reading this online 
orientation information, please contact ONSP at 734-764-6413 or onsp@umich.edu and 
our staff will assign you to an appropriate orientation date. 

• Camp Davis (English 317; AmCult 301; Environment 341; Geology 116) 
 
If you are attending Camp Davis in Wyoming, it is recommended that you attend 
orientation prior to the Camp Davis program. If you are unable to attend 
orientation prior to the program, you will attend orientation on August 26 - 
August 28. The Camp Davis groups leave Ann Arbor on June 20. 

• Michigan Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (M-STEM) 
Academy [Formerly Professionals in Training Program (PTP)] 
 
If you were accepted into the M-STEM Academy you must attend orientation on 
June 23-25, immediately prior to the start of your program. 
 
Please Note: Students in this program cannot register online, so you will need to 
contact our office after reading this entire online orientation information in order 
to register for orientation. Questions about M-STEM may be directed to the 
Minority Engineering Program Office (MEPO), 1463 Lurie Engineering Center, 
1221 Beal Ave., Ann Arbor, MI 48109-2102, 734/647-7120. 

• Nursing Honors Students 
 
Students admitted into the Honors Program in the School of Nursing will have a 
dedicated honors orientation on June 24-26. If you are selected into the School of 
Nursing Honors Program and it is not possible for you to attend that session, 
please contact The School of Nursing’s Office of Student Affairs via e-mail (sn-
osa@umich.edu) to make other arrangements.

Parent Orientation

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Steps to Registering for Orientation 
You will register for Summer Orientation online. When you register for orientation you 
will only see dates for orientation programs when both advising for your academic unit 
and space is available. If the date appears in this the online orientation information but 
not on the orientation registration page, the program is closed. Please note that we are 
asking students in the Camp Davis, M-STEM, and Nursing Honors programs to contact 
our office at 734-764-6413 or onsp@umich.edu instead of registering online. 

1. Read this online orientation information thoroughly. 

2. It is strongly recommended that you enable cookies, allow pop-ups, and do not 
open more than two browser windows at a time. 

3. You will need the following:  
o A list of possible dates that you are available to attend orientation. Make 

sure your selected dates correspond to the orientation dates listed for your 
academic unit.  

o If your parents will be attending Parent & Guest Orientation on the same 
day as your orientation program, you may register them online. If your 
parents would like to attend on a different day, please have them call our 
office after you have completed your registration.  

4. When you finish reading the online orientation information you will automatically 
be directed to the orientation registration main page. 

5. Verify that the academic unit assignment displayed on the Orientation 
Registration page is correct before you select a date. If it is not correct, contact the 
Office of New Student Programs before completing your orientation registration. 
Remember, you will only be given dates that correspond to your academic unit. 

6. After completing the Orientation Registration page, click the Submit button. 
Please be patient! Do not click the back button or do any other navigation until 
the system responds to your request. You will receive immediate feedback if your 
registration was not accepted, and instructed about what to do next. 

7. Important: Once you have completed your registration, remember to logout of 
Wolverine Access. Logging out is a four step process. First, click the “Log Out” 
button in the upper right-hand corner of the confirmation page. Then click “Log 
Out” on the Wolverine Access main page. Third, click the “Logout” button on the 
logout screen, and finally click “Yes” on the Security Alert screen. 



PLEASE NOTE: You have not registered for orientation until you reach the Registration 
Confirmation page that congratulates you for successfully completing the process. Print 
this confirmation page for your records. Be sure to verify that the orientation program 
you registered for displays on the Registration Confirmation page. Once you have 
submitted the online registration you cannot make additional changes through this 
website.

Program Confirmation

Traveling to Orientation by Plane 
Northwest Airlines will provide a discount from any point of origin that Northwest 
Airlines services in the United States and Canada to Detroit Metropolitan Airport for all 
new Michigan students and their families attending Summer Orientation. Travel will only 
be permitted up to three days prior to and three days after your assigned Summer 
Orientation Program. Discounts are based on availability. Some restrictions apply. For 
further details and reservations, call Northwest at 800/328-1111 daily between 8:30 am 
and 8:30 pm ET or visit www.nwa.com. Please refer to the Michigan Orientation 
Northwest World File Number NYVPA when making your reservations. 

The University of Michigan is not responsible for delays, cancelled flights, damaged or 
lost belongings, personal injury or loss of life due to any incident involving Northwest 
Airlines. As part of this arrangement, and to help offset orientation program costs, the 
University receives promotional tickets that are used solely for normal University 
business travel. 

Using a Travel Agent 
If you purchase your tickets from a travel agent using this discount program, you or your 
agent must make the reservations through Northwest Airlines. The Office of New Student 
Programs provides this arrangement with Northwest Airlines as a convenience for new 
students. 

Using a Bidding System for Airline Tickets 
ONSP strongly recommends that you do not use airline ticket services that do not allow 
you to pick specific arrival and departure times. If you cannot choose specific travel 
times, you may end up with an itinerary that causes you to miss a portion of the 
orientation program. You are required to attend the full orientation program, and we may 
require that you attend another program if you cannot do so. Do not purchase a ticket 
where the company determines flight times. We will not make any special 
accommodations, and ONSP will not be responsible for costs associated with attending 
another orientation program and/or booking another flight.

What do I do if my name, address or U-M ID number is incorrect? 

• If Your Address is Incorrect 
You will be given an opportunity to view your address when you sign up for 
orientation on Wolverine Access. To change your address, go to Wolverine 
Access (wolverineaccess.umich.edu) and click on the Student Business link. After 
logging in with your uniqname and password, you will see an Addresses and 
Phone Numbers links under the heading “Personal Information”. The system 
allows you to set separate current and permanent addresses and phone numbers. 
Maintaining up to date contact information is your responsibility, and we 
recommend updating your address and phone number every term when you 
register for classes.

What is a U-M ID Number and where can I find it? 
Each student is assigned a University of Michigan Identification Number (U-M ID), 
which is used to access his or her records. This eight-digit number is different from your 
social security number. It can be located on your letter of admission and will be on your 
MCard (ID Card), which you will receive at orientation. 

I have registered for orientation. When can I expect to receive my confirmation e-
mail? 
A confirmation e-mail will be sent to your U of M e-mail account within one week of you 
registering for orientation. 



I registered for orientation but now my plans have changed. What should I do? 
While we are sensitive to exceptional circumstances that may arise, it is difficult to 
change orientation programs. Should this be absolutely necessary, please call our office, 
and we will do our best to assist you. It is important to remember that your new date will 
be later in the summer than your original choice. 

I have been assigned to an orientation program, but I have now decided to switch to 
another school or college at Michigan. Does this affect my orientation reservation? 
Yes. Once you have been officially admitted to the new school or college, you must call 
our office to ensure that advising is available for that school or college on your original 
date. If advising is unavailable for the new school or college on your assigned date, one 
of our staff members will help you choose another date when advising is available. 

When is Parents Weekend and how do I get more information? 
Parents Weekend is sponsored by the Office of New Student Programs and will be 
Friday, November 14 – Sunday, November 16, 2008.
